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Town board approves sewer project
A sewer improvement project is moving 

forward after Frederick town board 
members signed a contract with Helms & 
Associates at their meeting on Dec. 5. 

The board received notice before the 
meeting that a key piece of funding for the 
project, a $770,000 Community Block 
Grant, had been awarded by the State of 
South Dakota. Other funding had come 
from USDA-Rural Development: a $1.294 
million grant and a $1.42 million loan.  

The loan will be repaid over 40 years at 
an interest rate of 2.375 percent.

Surveying the town and televising the 
current sewer could begin yet this year. 
Actual construction would not begin until 
late 2019 or early 2020. 

Sewer rates will increase from $22/
month to $33/month as of Jan. 1. By the 
end of the project, rates will increase to 
$48/month as a requirement of the USDA 
loan.

The North Brown 
Community Foundation has 
a big goal: Raising $150,000 
to earn a $37,500 match from 
the South Dakota Community 
Foundation by June 2021. It had 
a strong start this summer, with a 
$5,000 donation from Frederick 
Forward and a $100,000 
donation from former Frederick 
resident Bertha Turnquist. 

Now the NBCF is focusing 
on raising the rest. This month it 
kicks off the Founding Families 
Campaign: Those who wish to 
recognize the contributions their 
families have made to building 
our communities are invited to 
give $1,000 to the foundation 
and be named a Founding Family. 

One way of recognizing these 
donations will be to tell the 

families’ stories in a newsletter. 
Suggestions for other ways to 
recognize this generosity are 

welcome, according to board 
president Heidi Marttila-Losure. 

NBCF serves the communities 
in the Frederick Area School 
District. It will start giving grants 
in January 2020, when it will have 
about $4,700 to give to projects 
that benefit our communities.

Got GRIT?? Grit is defined 
as having perseverance and 

passion for long-term goals 
and working hard toward chal-
lenges, even when failure and 
adversity present itself. Grit is a 
“non-cognitive” skill, similar to 
self-control, resiliency, and cu-
riosity. Researchers now realize 
that grit is as important, if not 
more, than academic skills! We 
know that teaching literacy and 
math skills are important for 
a student’s long-term success. 
But what happens when math 
gets a little tricky? Or when 
reading is “boring”? What 
keeps that student from giving 
up? Grit, that is what! And, grit 
can be taught.

Here is how to help your 
child develop grit:
1.	 Praise the effort, not the 

grade.
When you praise the “stick-

to-it-ness” of your child’s efforts, 
they will be more determined 
to continue working hard. 
Praising your child’s hard work 
will encourage them not to give 
up.
2.	 Let them struggle.

As hard as it is to see your 
child struggle, they need to 
learn how to work through 
frustration and failure. If you 
swoop in and save them before 
they fail, they will never learn 
how to deal with failure, which 
is a part of life. While they’re 
struggling, praise their effort.

3.	 Create and talk about your 
own goals.
If your goal is to clean the 

basement, repaint the bedroom, 
or run that half-marathon, talk 
about it as a family. Share what 
small steps you are taking along 
the way to meet your goal, and 
talk about your own struggles 
and how you plan to get past 
them.
4.	 Keep and model an open 

mindset.
An open mindset is believing 

that things can change, that 
we can improve our skills and 
knowledge, and that we can 
get past challenges. Instead of 
saying, “I can’t do this!” you can 
say “I can’t do this… yet!”
5.	 Find ways to challenge 

your child.
Encourage your child to try 

new things, even if they are not 
sure if they will be any good at 
it. Trying new things is how we 
learn from our mistakes. Give 
them age appropriate chores 
at home. Find new hobbies 
and involve your child. Most 
importantly praise their efforts 
along the way!

The South Dakota Depart-
ment of Education has been 

very busy gathering data collected 
from the 2018 testing season. 
They have released this year’s an-
nual report card a little later than 
usual, but with good reason as the 
report card has taken on a whole 
new look with the inclusion of 
ESSA (Every Student Succeeds 
Act). Schools’ state testing data, 
attendance records, ACT and 
NCRC test scores, and more are 
used to produce each school’s re-
port card. Our job as districts is to 
analyze the data in the report card 
and use it to guide decisions about 
our curriculum and teaching.

According to this year’s report, 
Frederick Area School remains 
above the state average in many 
areas. Our district-wide math 
target for 2018 was to be 70.25% 
proficient. We fell short of this 
goal, with 61% of students scoring 
at proficient levels in mathemat-
ics. The district wide ELA (Eng-
lish Language Arts) goal was for 
73% of our students to be at or 
above standard. Again, we were 
just shy of this district goal at a 
rate of 69% of our student meet-
ing proficiency in ELA. However, 
state averages for math were 47% 
and ELA was 55%, and we are 
well above those state averages!

School attendance reports 
are analyzed in our score reports 
for elementary and junior high. I 
am happy to say that we have in-
creased our attendance score with 
96% of our students being present 
in school 90% of the time! This is 
up from the 82% of students who 
met this goal last year. As I stated 
before, attendance is an important 
contributor to academic success. 

Attendance is even a higher indi-
cator of high school success than 
the academic scores provided 
above. For these reasons, the SD 
DOE includes it in its annual re-
port card. We hope that as fami-
lies and community supporters, 
we can work together to increase 
school attendance and thus in-
creasing student success.

Schools are also given a school 
performance or overall score 
based on points earned for vari-
ous assessments. Our School Per-
formance Index Scores for the 
2017-18 school year are: elemen-
tary – 72%, junior high – 66%, 
and high school – 82%. Generally, 
we had another successful year 
last year. With the extra pushes of 
school goals in writing, vocabu-
lary, basic math facts, and func-
tions, I am hoping to see higher 
gains this year.

We have 
done a great job across the district

The mission of the North Brown Community Foundation 
is to build a brighter future through philanthropic giving  
to address community needs in the North Brown area.

WHAT IS IT? The North Brown Community Foundation was 
established in April 2014 and is a community savings account of 
the South Dakota Community Foundation. The NBCF joins more 
than 80 other community savings accounts in South Dakota.

WHAT AREA DOES IT SERVE? The North Brown Community 
Foundation serves the area covered by the Frederick Area 
School District, including the communities of Frederick and 
Westport and the unincorporated areas of Barnard and Elm 
Lake.

HOW DOES IT WORK? Funds invested in the North Brown 
Community Foundation are invested by the South Dakota 
Community Foundation. The interest that the account 
generates is returned to the community to be distributed as 
grants. Starting in January 2020, the North Brown Community 
Foundation's board will have 4.5 percent every year to give out 
to respond to community needs.

This can result in significant additional dollars being available 
for community projects. For example, using the actual rate 
of return that other SDCF community savings accounts did 
receive: 

If a fund was established in 1994 with $100,000, 
and no additional funds were added, by 2014 
that fund would have grown in value to more 
than $150,000. AND it would have given out 

nearly $125,000 in grants over those 20 years. 
WHO MAKES DECISIONS ABOUT HOW GRANTS ARE 
AWARDED? All grant-making decisions are made by the North 
Brown Community Foundation board of directors, which has 
representation from across the North Brown area. 

Grants can only be given to recognized nonprofit organizations.

WHAT ROLE DOES THE SOUTH DAKOTA COMMUNITY 
FOUNDATION SERVE? The SDCF, through its volunteer board 
of some of the state's top investment minds, manages the 
fund. The SDCF takes care of the accounting and tax filings for 
the fund. They receive a 1 percent administration fee. 

HOW CAN I GIVE? Individuals or businesses can give by  check, 
including the form on the reverse. Donors can designate the 
North Brown Community Foundation in their wills. And donors 
can also give stock, real estate, insurance policies, or other intan-
gible assets. The SDCF is available to advise on such donations. 

WHY SHOULD I INVEST? The North Brown Community 
Foundation will become a perpetual resource for the 
community. As long as our communities are around, the fund 
will be available to support community needs.

Communities that have this kind of a resource to draw from 
often go through a change in what they see as possible for their 
communities.
