You may have noticed con-
struction work along rural roads 
and near homesteads this summer 
and fall. Crews from James Valley 
Telecommunications have been 
installing main lines of fiber optic 
cables in rural areas of their cover-
age area, including near Frederick. 

How far they will get on the 
main line work this fall depends 

on Mother Nature, materials, 
and manpower, according to 
Jeff Evenson, sales and market-
ing manager at Northern Valley 
Communications and James Val-
ley Communications. 

Connections directly to peo-
ple’s homes will happen over the 
next two years. James Valley plans 
to have more information this 
winter about the timeline for get-
ting customers connected.

The main line work is sup-
ported in part by state funding. 
Evenson said upgrades to fiber 
had been planned anyway, but the 
additional funding allowed work 
to proceed more quickly.

Fiber optic broadband has a 
variety of advantages for custom-
ers over other internet connec-
tions, including better internet 
connection speed, reliability, sig-
nal strength, and bandwidth.

Frederick Area’s K-12 enroll-
ment numbers are higher than 
they were a year ago on count 
day — which is the last Friday 
in September for all districts 
across the state. We are at 174 
students this year, compared to 
164 last year at this same time. 
We were at 159 and 163 the two 
years prior to that, so it is nice to 
see our numbers increasing. 

Mid-term for the first quar-
ter was Thursday, September 23, 
and Parent-Teacher conferences 
were held on Thursday, Septem-
ber 30. The end of the first nine 
weeks will be Thursday, October 
21. The Frederick Area March-
ing Band was in Groton for their 
annual marching festival on Fri-
day, October 8. The ASVAB test 
will be administered to our ju-
niors on Wednesday, Nov 3; and 
the school will also be hosting a 
Blood Drive that day as well.

On behalf of our School 
Board and staff, I would like to 
personally thank all the indi-
viduals who turned out to vote 
back on September 7 for the 
proposed opt-out. A simple ma-
jority is all that was required, 
and two-thirds of those voting 
cast yes votes in support for the 
opt-out. It is greatly appreciated! 

The cross country numbers 
are up yet again this year. Janelle 
Barondeau returns as the coach, 
and she has 23 kids involved 
in the program, with ten girls 
and thirteen boys participating. 

There are five high school girls, 
including sophomores Chloe 
Arneson, Sofia Losure, Laura 
Sumption and Morgan Sump-
tion, and freshman Gabby Mil-
lard. The junior high includes 
eighth-graders Chloe Akin and 
Alivia Little; seventh-grader 
Katelyn Bretsch, and sixth-
graders Jillian Ellwein and Ara-
bella Clark. On the boys’ side for 
high school, Jakob Sumption is 
the lone senior, with juniors Ste-
phen Achen, Johnathan Bretsch, 
Nolan Jensen and Jericho King, 
sophomore Levi Little, and 
freshman Noah Kippley. The ju-
nior high includes eighth-grad-
ers Winston Clark, Erik Losure 
and Milo Sumption, seventh-
graders Jax Holmes and Titus 
Kippley, and sixth-grader How-
ard Sumption.

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Mandatory 
10-digit dialing 
begins Oct. 24

PIERRE, S.D. – Beginning Oct. 24, man-
datory 10-digit dialing will start to take ef-
fect across South Dakota. On and after this 
date, you must dial the area code + telephone 
number for all local calls. Local calls dialed 
with only seven digits may not be complet-
ed. Instead, a recording may inform you that 
your call cannot be completed as dialed. 

This new required dialing pattern is the 
result of the Federal Communications Com-
mission’s effort to establish 988 as a three-
digit dialing code for the National Suicide 
Prevention and Mental Health Crisis Life-
line. 

“It’s important to remember that the tran-
sition to 10-digit dialing is an essential step 
in a bigger effort to make vital services and 
support available to those who need it most. 
The new 988 dialing code will be available 
nationwide by July 16, 2022, and will provide 
a fast and easy to remember way to reach sui-
cide prevention and mental health services, 
much like 911 is available for emergencies,” 
explained PUC Chairman Chris Nelson.

To prepare, the PUC recommends con-
sumers take proactive steps prior to the up-
coming deadline.

“Updating contacts lists to include 
10-digit phone numbers, along with all the 
technology you use on a daily basis or have 
around your home or office, prior to Oct. 24 
can save you a lot of headaches. Be sure to 
check the settings of things like smart home 
devices, medical monitoring devices, home 
security systems, calling networks within 
companies, and call forwarding or voicemail 
services, just to name a few,” said PUC Vice 
Chairperson Kristie Fiegen. “It’s also a good 
idea to speak with your neighbors, children, 
parents and grandparents about this change 
and the need to update their contact lists and 
technology settings. Those conversations, 
and possible assistance in making those up-
dates, will help ensure this transition goes 
smoothly,” she added.

Starting July 16, 2022, dialing 988 will 
route your call to the National Suicide Pre-
vention and Mental Health Crisis Lifeline. 
Until then, customers wishing to reach the 
Lifeline must continue to dial 1-800-273-
TALK (8255).
